Community Car Drivers Needed! - Expenses are reimbursed for your costs of travel. 
Our Community Car Service runs every day of the week for those who need to access medical appointments but 
cannot get there any other way. In the last 4 months, requests have increased by 60% which could mean an 
additional 200+ drives this year! More appointments are being scheduled for Saturdays to get people the medical 
care they need in hospitals that are getting through waiting lists. This means we really do need more help to 
support this vital service for our community. 
 
Do you work Monday to Friday, and would love to volunteer for MAYFACS, but only available on Saturday's?  Do 
you have any spare time to undertake a drive every now and then? Do you know if your Employers offer matched 
volunteering time as part of their Corporate Social Responsibility programme? 
 
Community Car Volunteers can choose what how often they are available to drive for us and the more drivers we 
have, the more this shares the support needed. You can also choose whether you prefer to support local drives 
within our Parish or travel further afield. It really can be flexible around what you can offer. Expenses are 
reimbursed for your costs of travel. 
The service is open to anyone who needs help getting to medical appointments, and it really does make a huge 
difference.
